
 Beach cleaning activity held
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A beach-cleaning activity was held at Sandspit, Karachi, on Thursday to commemorate World Environment Day. 
The activity was organised by the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) - Pakistan in collaboration with the Sui Southern 
Gas Company (SSGC) and the CDGK’s Environmental Education Section (Local Bodies’ Wing).  
 
The event was participated in by about 500 students from City District Government Karachi (Local Bodies’ Wing) 
schools.
